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Churches in Munich

1. The „Cathedral of Our Dear Lady“ is better known as Frauenkirche

Built in 1494, it is the distinctive sign of Munich. The two church-towers of that late Gothic brick building with chapels have a different height of 98m and 94.5m. Objects of interest are the legendary " Teufelstritt" ( the devil´s footprint in the entrance, then the relics of the "Holy Benno", the historical " Automatic Clock " and the " Krypta".  The southern tower is opened for visitors and, when you have climbed up, you can enjoy a wonderful view of Munich.
2.The Theatiner Church

This church is the collegiate church of St.Kajetan. In former times poor and hungry people and foreigners got to eat and drink there. People donate money particularly in that church but the donations are made to support a good cause. The church is painted in a warm yellow and situated near the " Feldherrnhalle" and the “Residence”.

3. Church St Michael

This church is called  "Jesuit Church St. Michael" and is situated in the pedestrian area in the " Neuhauser Street"  Untill these days it's a "City Church"

In the time of its foundation - 450 years ago - St.Michael was signified as the "German Rome". 

4. St.Peter or Alter Peter
St.Peter stands on the "Petersbergl", the only worth mentioning elevation in the old town of Munich. In the 8th century it was a settlement of monks.

Much later in the 18th century, the Choir, high altar and the transept were renovated in a style of "Late Baroque".

The reliquary of " St.Munditia" is a complete skeleton and it is laying in a glass shrine.

On February 25, 1945 the church was almost destroyed by two bombs. The rebuilding started in 1946 and in 1951 the work was finished.

Inside the tower you can walk upstairs till a height of 51m to a platform outside the tower. When the weather is fine, one can enjoy a great view till the mountains of the Bavarian Alps.
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
