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OLYMPIC PARK

The Olympic Park as a sports and recovery area was created after the nomination of Munich for the 20th Summer Olympic Games in 1972. Each of the sports grounds which were built between the years 1968 and 1972 (costs: 1,35 milliards DM) can be used by people till today, so for example

· the Olympic Stadium, built for 80000 spectators (because of the safety later on rebuilt for 69000 persons); used by the Munich football clubs Bayern München and 1860 München till the opening of the new Allianz Arena in 2005; now a lot of famous cultural events take place here.

· the Olympic Hall with 12150 seats, also used for sports events, shows and costly cultural highlights.

· the Olympic Swimming Hall where national and international championships alsos take place.
The Olympic Grounds become mainly famous because of the extraordinary tent roof, a construction of transparent acryl glass, elegantly stretching over Stadium, Hall and Swimming Hall. By the way - you can even book “Roof Top Tours” and walk upon the tent. 

The best positions for a wonderful view over the Olympic Grounds and the park with an artificial lake, open air theatres and the Olympic Village with its special architecture, are either from the artificial Olympic Hill (60 meters) or especially from the platform of the Olympic Tower (291 meters), also used as television tower.
