The Pedestrian Zone of Munich

 

Munich was the first city in Germany to get a pedestrian area which was inaugurated on the 30th of June 1972. It is located between “Karlstor” - also called “Stachus” - and “Marienplatz”. At “Stachus” there is a big fountain which is a famous meeting point for a lot of people and there is also a Mc Donald restaurant which had the highest turnover worldwide for this fast food chain in 2006. 
After the old city gate, there are a lot of shops, coffee shops and restaurants on more than 900 meters. The street where entertainers like to produce themselves ends at “Marienplatz”. 
In former times this place used to be the market square in front of the old and the new town halls. The market is now located behind the old town hall which has got a gate to pass through. It offers a lot of good food and many Munich inhabitants buy regularly their groceries there. 
The “Theatinerstraße” with its exclusive shops begins on the left hand of the new town hall. The pedestrian zone ends at “Odeonsplatz” where you can see a big church, the Theatine Church of St. Cajetan. 49 members of the Bavarian Royals, the Wittelsbacher, are buried in this church.
During your foot walk you can also see a church with 2 towers. It is Munich Cathedral, called “Frauenkirche” (Cathedral of Our Dear Lady). 
In fact, this area includes historical highlights and commerce. This is one of the reasons for its popularity: 15.000 visitors pass the pedestrian zone per hour and provide a turnover of 2,8 milliards Euros a year.
