Informal Activity in the Classroom to Approach Culture

(Listening, reading and managing a project activity)


Suggested exercises 

Step 1: Before listening – 
· Tell the student’s you´re going to talk about an event, which takes place in many countries and that they´re going to hear to a podcast about it. 
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· Enlarge the pictures as you wish

· Cut off each picture beginning on the top right to the bottom left and repeating the action with the other corners of the picture. 
· You´ll have four triangles of each picture. Distribute the pieces of pictures your students and let them find their partners. Each group of four will have the complete picture und should talk about it. 
· Ask them questions, i.e.: Where has this picture been taken? What does it represent? Do you think this costume was expensive? Would you like to have one of it yourself? Do you see any similarity to the costume in your country? Discuss with your partners.
· Groups should move about and look at the other pictures.

Step 2:  While listening – 
· The groups should take notes of the vocabulary (substantive)

· Listening for the second time they should pay attention to content, take notes and compare/discuss with their partners.
Step 3:  After listening – Short plenum discussion
Step 4: Reading the text 

· Give the students the text. 

· Tell them do underline all substantive they can find.

· They should divide the text in three parts: Introduction, main part and final part 
· Each part will have a title.
Suggestion:
1. Writing an essay

·  What differences they notice from the carnival in Europe, in general?

· How does the carnival influence the country´s economy?

2. Project - Street carnival performance
Let students plan a street carnival performance, taking in account the theme they will perform, number of groups, what kind of costumes and colours they will have, how expensive it could be, which budget is available, etc. In Brazil carnival will always have a theme based on environment, traditions and people´s proud – each Brazilian region with its landscape, economy, industry, rivers, plants and animals are of importance to show in a very rich way.
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
